AmQHA supports Victorian Racing!!!

The VRQHA (Victorian Racing Quarter Horse Association) has announced major support
and assistance from the AmQHA in the development of the Australian Quarter Horse
Racing industry. This is major news!

The AmQHA paid out around US$100 million in 2006 to racing, so the support of the
world’s major Quarter Horse industry is very significant for the future of Australia’s
Quarter Horse industry. The initial support will be financial, allowing the VRQHA to
develop the industry and allow the industry to present a strong season in 2008. Other
links and supports will be discussed in November when the VRQHA meet with the
AmQHA.

10 races will be held next season with the plans to expand to 20 in the not too distant
future. This is a huge step in the right direction for the Australian Quarter Horse industry,
with implications that stretch further than racing. IQHS is in full support of these moves
and over the next few weeks will be meeting with key players to discuss expansion of
this format and program into Queensland and further ASAP!
